MEN

Felt hat, neck handkerchief, two flannel shirts, soft colored shirts; riding breeches and long trousers,
some heavy socks, a mackinaw or sporting waistcoat and sweater, walking or climbing boots, sneakers,
raincoat or preferably saddle slicker, bathing suit, two or three suits of heavy underwear for possible trips
in the hills. Sclect any old clothes rather than procure new ones. Have all clothes going to the laundry
clearly marked.

WOMEN

Felt hat, neck handkerchief, riding suits, raincoat for riding, heavy boots, field boots or riding boots,
heavy sweater, heavy (wool lined) coat, heavy wool stockings. Also some lighter weight clothing, bath-
ing suit, hot water bottle. In most cases any clothes will do provided they are sufficiently old and
comfortable. Many people wear light clothes during the warm months. Have all clothes going to the
laundry clearly marked. The list given is a minimum and should be added to according to taste. Ladies
are particularly requested not to bring any delicate clothes to the ranch as we have no facilities for
this kind of laundry work.
